· Chad Dixon – Review of Financials including A/R Aging Report: In Chad’s absence, President Wally gave a brief report, saying finances are “in pretty good order.”
· Update on those 90 days or more delinquent in dues payments:  Only two members are delinquent 90 days or more, and those members are working on a plan to get current.
· The membership application of  Bert Flexer was approved on a motion by Chuck Cansler           and second by Page Faulk.  Bert is a general contractor.  His sponsor is Jerry Schueneman.
· Charity Update:  Our Flag Committee will provide this month $1000.00+ to fund those that help with Taps at Twilight.  We should be able to fund all by 6/30/2011.
· SSI Rotary Club brochure by Leslie and Jett Lamkin:  Leslie, a club member, and her husband produced the brochure to aid in recruitment of new members. In a brief discussion, Mike Muldowney suggested some changes, including placing more emphasis on what our club does for the community and the world, and placing less emphasis on “how we make our money.”  Brooke Pridmore said we must be careful how we use the brochure so we remain faithful to the spirit of Rotary’s recruiting guidelines (for example, not placing the brochure as part of a Chamber of Commerce display).  Mike agreed to collect comments from the group.
· Director Cathey Petkash reported that our project to help provide water filters for a village in India, which was approved at a previous Board meeting, will be slightly more expensive than anticipated.  On a motion by Bill Warren and second by John Matthews the Board approved increasing our charitable contribution from $1625 to $1900.

· In a discussion of the workload on the Club President in keeping track of receivables and payables, Immediate Past President Brooke Pridmore suggested that the Assistant Treasurer be put in charge of these areas.
