Regular Board of Directors Meeting

October 28, 2014
The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Rotary Club of St. Simons Island was held at Sea Palms, St. Simons Island, GA on October 28, 2014.  The meeting convened at 11:32 am with a quorum present, with President Ben Lee presiding and Sherrye Gibbs, Secretary.

Approval of minutes:

Motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes of the September 16, 2014 meeting.  Motion carried.

President’s Comments:
President Ben reported that the Military Programs sponsored by the Rotary Club – Taps at Twilight, Flag Sales, Veterans Walk - need to be assigned to a Board Member for club coordination.  After a brief discussion, it was determined that these programs are considered Community Service which comes under Drew Holland’s direction.  Additional discussion included asking members to take on individual responsibilities; names proposed were Millard Allen, Lisa Martin, Beverly Trainor.  Drew Holland will contact these members about participating as well as schedule a meeting of his Military Programs committee for next week following our weekly meeting.  Susan Imhoff agreed to contact Allison Schueneman (wife of Jerry Schueneman) and Mrs. Storino (wife of Pat Storino) to determine what they had to offer in the way of Jerry’s work with Taps and Pat’s work with Flag sales.  There was further discussion regarding which members ARE Veterans, with a commitment to identify them and encourage them to attend the Second Tuesday evening social (on Veterans Day) to share their experiences, photos, memorabilia, stories.  President Ben reminded the Board that this is the last meeting to be held at Sea Palms Resort.  Weekly meetings will be held beginning November 4 at the Clubhouse/Davis Love Grill/Island Club Retreat.  
Financial Review:

Denny Silva presented the Financials as of September 30, 2014.  Motion offered to approve financials by Sherrye Gibbs, seconded by John Matthews.  Motion carried.  Denny also advised the Board that a check for the Veterans Lounge at The College of Coastal Georgia has been sent.

Motion to approve resignations, leave of absence, rule of 85 and new member was offered by John Matthews, second by Susan Imhoff .  Motion carried.  
Amanda Jones/Ann Abell to contact Michelle Dittrich to advise her she has been approved for membership.  Denny Silva to contact Calder Kinney to advise him that his LOA has been approved for six months and that he can ask for an extension when his six months ends, if needed.  Denny Silva also agreed to take over the CART buckets function since Calder is on LOS.  
Report from Club Directors:
Drew Holland had nothing to report, but Leslie Lamkin, on behalf of Drew’s Charitable Giving Committee reported that the committee will call the 16 organizations who were recipients of the Rotary’s charitable giving from last year.  Leslie also reported that she needs a 4th person for that committee.  Drew Holland and President Ben determined that new member Michelle Dittrich would be assigned to that committee.  

Leslie Lamkin had nothing new to report for Club Communications.  However, she did submit a request she had received from the Marine Corps for Rotary to sponsor a golf hole at their tournament.  John Matthews offered a motion to approve the hole sponsorship donation, Susan Imhoff 2nd.   The motion carried.  

John Gibson had nothing to report on International Service.  He did report that he is a first-time grandfather to Gibson John Price, born October 17 to Lucy (Gibson) and Aaron Price.  John was overwhelmingly congratulated.  
Susan Imhoff reported that she does not have any new Rotary Day information.  She did inform the Board that since First Tuesday falls on Election Day that she wanted to change the social hour to Second Tuesday, which is also Veteran’s Day.  She indicated that our club Veterans would be encouraged to attend and bring memorabilia.  It will be held at Echo, at the King and Prince Resort.  Will be announced at today’s meeting. 

John Matthews reported that the nominating committee has been meeting.  They have identified a President-Elect, but still need two Directors.  At our next weekly meeting, the names of all nominees will be read and nominations from the floor will be received.  Voting to take place in December.
